PARP BULK STORAGE ITEMS

The SPIRIT of the talk is to do the RIGHT thing, not because it is required, but because it is the RIGHT thing to do.

Concerns about the 7500 gallon limit:  IF there is a concern and it creates great hardship CALL ME.  I’ll come out and we’ll talk and drive and we CAN make case by case exceptions or allowances.  CASE BY CASE.

If you have a floor drain in your shop.  Keep it CLOSED.  It is much easier to let the good stuff out then to try to get the bad stuff back!

Slide 2 shows a pict of a semi with poly tanks on it… is that allowed?

Mobile containers are allowed for fertilizer and the spirit of the rule is to nurse or tend in the field, not the facility.  So it is allowed, HOWEVER, as soon as you un-hook the semi from the trailer it stops being “mobile”.  Don’t take delivery in January.

And mobile containers are meant to go and nurse in the field.  If you are transferring at your facility because you don’t want to dike then you should use a pad.

Do I need a load pad?

If you are a bulk storage facility then you need a dike and a load pad.

What if I have a minibulk that is ½ full after 30 days?

30 days is 30 days.  Until it is empty, after 30 days it needs to be in containment at the facility.

Minibulks on trailers or in trucks?

30 days is 30 days.

I have an old hog building… Can I use it for containment?

As long as you meet the requirements – Big enough & Watertight – not a problem.
